     Zhargalma is doing fine.  She looks 

good and seems to be happy.  Her younger 

brother resides with her at the apart-

ment that she rents together with her 

boyfriend.   

     Zhargalma is Buryat by nationality 

and she is excited to celebrate Eastern 

New Year with her relatives.  She spent 

the first and important day of New Year 

with her grandmother.  They have cooked 

òposesó and have eaten a lot of white food 

and meat.  She plans to visit Buddhist 

temple in the nearest future to make nec-

essary ceremonies for herself and her 

family.   

     Her studies are going on and she suc-

cessfully passed the test in pharmacology 

and has got good mark.  Her classes con-

tinue until April and then she will prac-

tice at city Maternity Hospital for 2 

months.  In May she will have her final 

graduating exams.  She continues to work 

at the hospital and actively participate at 

sport life.  At her free time she and her 

friends go outside the town for having fun 

at the local recreational area for staying 

outside and just for breathing fresh air.  

     Zhargalmaõs health is good now.  Her 

main concern is her weight as she has 

gained 5 kilograms while celebrating 

Eastern New year.  She has not been at 

the orphanage this month, as it was 

closed for Chicken Pox quarantine.
